The quintessential "Jewish melody" before the advent of "Hava Nagila" (see Introduction,
"Ma Yofus"). The piece clearly demonstrates the relation of the I major and the IV minor in
Ahava Raba harmony and the "B" section uses the relative major. Much "chirping" evident
in the original recording (most probably by Brandwein) and sleigh bells in the "B" section.
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
